About the Illinois State Society

he Illinois State Society of Washington, DC is the oldest state society in the

nation’s capital. It was founded in 1854 as the Illinois Democratic Club of

Washington City when President Franklin Pierce was in office and before the
Republican Party even existed. During Abraham Lincoln’s presidency, it became the
Mllinois Republican Club. Its name continued to change whenever a new political
party came into power. In the golden age of state social clubs from the 1890s
through the 1960s, a very active colony of Illinois expatriates lived in Washington,
DC and actually referred to themselves as the “103+ County” of Illinois. In February
1917, the Club elected a bipartisan board, passed a resolution supporting President
Woodrow Wilson on the eve of World War I, and became permanently known as the
Illinois State Society of Washington, DC.

Over the years, many well-known public figures have been members of the
Society. Abraham Lincoln was reported to have been a member, as was his son,
Robert Todd Lincoln. On February 21, 1868, Mark Twain attended a reception
of the Illinois State Association in Washington. (This was one of the 19» Century
names of the Illinois Club.) In his newspaper column of March 1, Twain wrote
in part, “I refer to the reception given by the Illinois State Association yesterday
evening. ..Col. Chester and his fair daughters, former citizens of Chicago, conducted
the honors with a skill that placed even diffident strangers at their ease; that I
shortly became a contented Illinoisan.”

On January 6, 1871, the Illinois Club honored President Ulysses S. Grant at
a reception. (President Grant’s hometown was Galena, Illinois.) On September
24, 1974, President Gerald R. Ford paid a surprise visit to an Illinois State Society
reception to honor Minority Whip Leslie C. Arends. In the 20n Century, 22
Members of Congress served as presidents of the Illinois State Society including
former Governor and Senator Charles S. Deneen (1928-1930), former House
Minority Leader Bob Michel (1966-1967), House Speaker J. Dennis Hastert (1992-
1994), former Congressman Tom Ewing (1994-1995), former Congresswoman
Cardiss Collins (1995-1996), former Congressman Ray LaHood (1996-1998), and
Congressman John M. Shimkus. President-elect Barack Obama attended the 2005
Gala when he was an Illinois Senator.

The Society’s mission is to promote the history, culture, science, technology,
commerce, and social traditions of Illinois. Its members are introduced to the best
of Washington and Illinois through various educational forums and social events.
The Society’s Inaugural Galas are held every four years no matter which political
party wins. This tradition goes back to President Lincoln’s Inauguration in 1861.

The Society is a founding and active member of the National Conference of
State Societies. Former Illinois State Senator and Society President Mark Q. Rhoads
has written a book on the history of both the state and the State Society titled Land
of Lincoln: Thy Wondrous Story — The 150th Jubilee Celebration of the lllinois
State Society to be published by Jameson Books, Ottawa, Illinois.
